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Although Cutter's major contributions to library science and bibliography were the

catalog of the Boston Athenaeum, the Rules for a Catalog, and the
Classification, he is perhaps best known today for his alphabetic order or
Cutter Tables.

(3) Classification, which was published in 1933, was the result of this

triggering experience. The system assumed that each subject in the universe of subjects

can be analyzed into bits of ideas. Later on, Ranganathan called these bits “facets.”

A compilation of terms showing synonymous, hierarchical, and other

relationships and dependencies, the function of which is to provide a

standardized, controlled vocabulary for information storage and retrieval.
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The Writing Center, located in the South West end of the L.C operates out of a large
glass enclosure with four PC-equipped tutoring tables, a manager’s office, a tutor break
cubicle, and an intake desk. Staffed with students, the Writing Center is open to accept
walk-in students. Recently launched in an appointment management system whereby
students can sign up online for appointments. Individual writing consultations last up
to 45 minutes and provide assistance with all types of writing tasks from term papers to
resumes to cover letters to dissertations. The service is free and open to faculty,
students, and staff of the campus. Since the Writing Center moved into the Learning
Commons, international and English as a Second Language students are talking full
advantage of this support service. The close proximity of the Writing Center to the
Reference Research Assistance Desk has allowed for closer collaboration between the
Writing Center tutors and the librarians. Librarians send students to the Writing
Center for help with their papers while writing tutors send students to the librarians

for help in gathering reliable resources for their work.
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Terms and Conditions
1. Authorized User.
An Authorized User is any individual who is an employee, faculty, staff, alumni, or
student officially affiliated with the Subscriber and persons with legal access to the
library's collections and facilities on-site.
