All current and former affiliates of Kyoto University are eligible to upload original content they produced at the University, provided they have
the consent of all co-authors. Uploaded content remains publicly accessible even if the author’ s affiliation changes in the future.
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The eligibility for registering academic journal papers in repositories depends on the copyright policies of the respective publishers or academic
societies. In some cases, only the Accepted Manuscript (AM) —not the Version of Record (VoR)—can be deposited. To ensure a smooth submission
process, authors should retain their original manuscript files for repository use.
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The Kyoto University Research Information Repository (KURENAI) provides public online
access to Kyoto University's research and educational materials, including in-house bulletins,
dissertations, and academic journal articles. Since 2006, the Library Network has managed
this system to disseminate Kyoto University’ s world-class intellectual contributions to society.
